It
provides nationwide estimates of homelessness, including information about the demographic
characteristics of homeless persons, service use patterns, and the capacity to house homeless pi
Once published, the 2014 AHAR wilbetund on HUDGO6s Homel ess Res
(http://www.hudhre.inf}.

The AHAR Local Report is meant to be a resource for stakeholders in each community to view th
in a variety of user friendly tables and chaiftke report is based primarily on Homeless Managemer
Information Systems (HMIS) data about homeless persons who used emergency shelter, transitic
housing or permanent supportive housing programs during thaeohgh period between Tuesday,
October 1, 213 to Tuesday, September 30, 2014. The data are collected in six categories: Persor
Families in Emergency Shelter, Individuals in Emergency Shelter, Persons in Families in Transitic
Housing, Individuals in Transitional Housing, Persons in Familié®ermanent Supportive Housing ar
Individuals in Permanent Supportive Housing

All data are based on unduplicated counts, such that each person is counted only once, regardles
many different programs the person used. Data on length of stay r@greseumulative length of stay
for each person within a particular category.

For communities that have all emergency shelter, transitional housing and permanent supportive
providers using HMIS, the total counts reflect the numbers that thoselgn®veported for the 12 mont
reporting period. For communities where not all emergency shelter, transitional housing and perrr
supportive housing providers are using HMIS, this report provides estimates of the homeless indi
and persons in failies in emergency shelter, transitional housing and permanent supportive housir
programs. The estimate is an fiextrapolated
programs that do not participate in HMIS are occupied at the samendawath the same amount of
overlap as beds located in HM{frticipating programs.

Data were only included in the national AHAR if HMIS participation rates for a particular category
exceeded 50 percent of total beds. The extent to which extrapolatededagprasentative of the entire
community depends on the validity of the assumption thatpaoticipating programs are similar to
participating programs. Some programs may target specifipgpblations (such as veterans or wome
and their inclusion oexclusion may skew the overall values in particular questions. This report doe
include or purport to extrapolate about per
rape crisis centers, bat t e rrangltionaldousing pregramd) andl dtt
programs whose primary mission is to provide services to victims of domestic violence, dating vio
sexual assault, or stalking. This report also does not include those who were living in places not r
human habitation, such as on the street, in hotels or motels, or in daybladng situations, unless the
persons also used emergency shelter or transitional housing.
