This memorandum summarizes highlights from the 2020 Housing Inventory Chart (HIC) and Point in Time Count (PIT). The HIC-PIT will be submitted on behalf of the Continuum of Care on or before June 30, 2020 in accordance to HUD’s requirement.

2020 Housing Inventory Summary

Continuums are required to report annually on the number of available beds dedicated to homeless persons; these beds include emergency, transitional and permanent housing. Below is a summary of changes within these beds from 2019 to 2020.

· Emergency Year-Round Bed: The year-round bed count increased from 22 in 2019 to 24 in 2020.
· CAGC Greene County DV Shelter increased by 2 beds (from 8 to 10). This change is due to a change in family composition.  

· Emergency Overflow Beds: The overflow bed inventory decreased from 169 in 2019 to 145 in 2020.

· Seasonal Beds: Seasonal beds remained at 0. 

· Transitional Beds: The year-round bed inventory remained the same at 12 beds.

· Permanent Housing Beds: 
· Permanent Supportive Housing: The PSH bed count decreased from 51 in 2019 to 50 in 2020.
· Community Action of Greene County’s DV SHP Families program decreased by 2 beds and 1 unit due to a vacancy. 
· Albany VASH Columbia Greene VISN program increased by 1 bed due to a change in family composition. 

· Rapid Rehousing: The Rapid Rehousing bed count decreased from 37 beds to 19 in inventory.   
· Community Action of Greene County’s STEHP Rapid Rehousing Program had a decrease of 18 beds. 
[bookmark: _Hlk43618380]NOTE: The decrease in Rapid Rehousing beds may negatively impact the community’s CoC application score. 

· Dedicated Chronic Beds: The number of dedicated chronic beds remained at 26.

Sheltered PIT Breakdown
· When comparing the 2020(169 persons) sheltered PIT with the 2019 (196 persons) sheltered PIT a decrease in the total number of persons sheltered is noted.
· In total, there was a decrease of 27 people utilizing services on the night of the count, with a 26 person decrease in emergency shelter and a decrease of 1 person in transitional housing.   
· Columbia/Greene County DSS reported a decrease of 24 beds utilized on the night of the count.
· CAGC Greene County DV Shelter reported a decrease of 2 beds.
· CAGC Transitional Housing reported a decrease of 1 bed.

· Chronically Homeless Families: The number of chronically homeless families decreased from 5 in 2019 to 0 in 2020.
· Chronically Homeless Vets: The number of chronically homeless sheltered veterans decreased from 1 in 2019 to 0 in 2020.
• Adults with a Serious Mental Illness: The number of sheltered persons with serious mental illness decreased from 40 in 2019 to 4 in 2020.
• Adults with a Substance Use Disorder: The number of sheltered persons with substance use disorder decreased from 35 in 2019 to 16 in 2020.
