Qualifying Populations

1) Homeless: as defined in 24 CFR 91.5 Homeless (1), (2), or (3).
2) Atrisk of Homelessness: as defined in 24 CFR 91.5 At risk of homelessness.

3) Fleeing, or Attempting to Flee, Domestic Violence, Dating Violence, Sexual Assault,
Stalking, or Human Trafficking: as defined by HUD.

4) Other Populations: where providing supportive services or assistance under section 212(a)
of NAHA (42 U.S.C. 12742(a)) would prevent the family’s homelessness or would serve
those with the greatest risk of housing instability.

Preferences

a. Those At-Risk of Homelessness, as defined in the HOME-ARP notice.

b. Other populations at greatest risk of housing instability - households with annual
income less than or equal to 50% of the area median income, as determined by
HUD, AND meets one of the conditions from paragraph (iii) of the “At risk of
homelessness™ definition established at 24 CFR 91.5. All qualifying populations will
be eligible to apply.

Funding Levels

The City of Albany has dedicated funds to eviction prevention services for those at-risk of
homelessness and up to 50% AML.

Applicants should apply for $150,000 for one year of funding. The City of Albany has final
determination on contract length and any adjustments to the amount.

Applicants must certify they will voucher on time depending upon the signed agreement for
the duration of the contract.

All costs must comply with the Cost Principles contained in subpart E of the Uniform
Administrative Requirements, Cost Principles, and Audit Requirements for Federal Awards
at 2 CFR part 200.

Applicants must certify they will participate in meetings with CARES of NY who
administers the project as necessary/requested.
